To discuss the difference young readers can make, it’s important to separate rules from laws. Pieces of 1|
legislation - or laws — protected by parliament, require considerable thought and effort to challenge
respectfully and successfully. Therefore, it might be helpful to encourage young changemakers to
consider the validity of the rules which govern them before they go on to examine the fairness of the
national legal system. Local change can be just as powerful as amending a national law, if not more so!
